Currently, all primary age pupils in London schools are being funded for free school meals as
implemented by the London Mayor.

However there is also another part to free school meals funding and that funding is called ‘Pupil
Premium’.

What is Pupil Premium funding?

Pupil Premium funding from the government is given to schools to help pupils reach their full
potential, regardless of their background or financial situation.

At Elmwood Junior School, we received an extra £1,480 per pupil for every eligible pupil who is
registered.

This extra money could make a real difference to the quality of education we provide for your
child and will go towards improving the educational provisions and resources at the school such
as:

The loaning of a chrome book to help with homework

Support with uniform/PE kits

Free tutoring & after school clubs

Full time counselor on site
